The Brussels Guarantee Fund (Fonds Bruxellois de Garantie/Brussels
Waarborgfonds) is a regional guarantee scheme covering the Brussels Capital
Region in Belgium. Its aim is to improve Brussels SMEs' access to finance. It was
founded in 1999 and the majority of shares are held by the region.

As of end-2021, the Brussels Guarantee Fund had an outstanding guarantee volume
of almost mEUR 35.6 and supported 67 new companies in 2021.
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
